   Dot Book Construction

What is a dot book?

Instead of continuing to use drill books we are going to transfer the information found on our drill sheets to dot books. A dot book is a small spiral bound book of index cards or pages that shows your individual coordinates for each drill set. The use of dot books will give us a few advantages for “cleaning” our drill.  

· Dot books are smaller than a drill book, which makes it easier to move during rehearsals.

· Dot books will allow you to more clearly understand your individual coordinates throughout the show.

· Dot books will allow you to check your sets quicker as we continue to clean our drill.

What do I need to make a dot book?

· A spiral bound set of index cards or notebook (approximately 3”x5”).

· A shoe string or thin lanyard (at least 45” in length)

What should a dot book page look like?

Each page of your dot book should look something like the following example depending on your specific dot.


When do I need my dot book?

Your section leader will be checking for dot books before rehearsal on Thursday September 27th. Your section leader must check your dot book before you may use it. 

Until you have a dot book that is checked by your section leader you MUST continue to use your drill book!
